And I saw, coming out of the mouth of the 
dragon and out of the mouth of the beast and out of the mouth of the false prophet, three 
unclean spirits like frogs. For they are demonic spirits, performing signs, who go abroad to the 
kings of the whole world, to assemble them for battle on the great day of God the Almighty. 
(“Behold, I am coming like a thief! Blessed is the one who stays awake, keeping his garments 
on, that he may not go about naked and be seen exposed!”) And they assembled them at the 
place that in Hebrew is called Armageddon.

Revelation 17:3–6

And he carried me away in the Spirit into a wilderness, and I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet 
beast that was full of blasphemous names, and it had seven heads and ten horns. The woman 
was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and jewels and pearls, holding in her 
hand a golden cup full of abominations and the impurities of her sexual immorality. And on 
her forehead was written a name of mystery: “Babylon the great, mother of prostitutes and of 
earth’s abominations.” And I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints, the blood 
of the martyrs of Jesus. When I saw her, I marveled greatly.

Revelation 17:12–14

And the ten horns that you saw are ten kings who have not yet received royal power, but they 
are to receive authority as kings for one hour, together with the beast. These are of one mind, 
and they hand over their power and authority to the beast. They will make war on the Lamb, 
and the Lamb will conquer them, for he is Lord of lords and King of kings, and those with 
him are called and chosen and faithful.”

Blessed is the one who reads aloud the words of this prophecy,
And blessed are those who hear, and who keep what is written in it for the time
is near.
