Paying 

attention to light, stars, birds, trees, even the passing of 

the hours, can tune us into the wonder of the world God 

has made. Remarkably we live closer to our Lord when we 

intentionally enter the rhythms of  

his seasons.

I hope you get some refreshing changes of pace this 

season. Savor time with loved ones. Notice where you are. 

Kindle hope in Jesus’ promise, “Behold I make all things 

new.” Wherever you are, know that I 

love being your pastor.
